Two smaller churches are also within the walls of the Vati-

can. The Church of our Lady of Mercy is a German church
located in the German cemetery (yes, there is a German
cemetery in the Vatican!). And, the Church of St. Stephen,
built in 1159, serves as the national church of Ethiopia, with
mass in the Alexandrine rite.

The Apostolic Palace is the official residence of the Pope.
The palace is a series of buildings which include the Papal
Apartments, government offices, chapels, the Vatican Mu-
seum, and the Vatican Library. It is from this building that
the Pope gives his Sunday night blessing to the pilgrims
gathered in St. Peterds Squ
square, and see the Popeods

The Vatican Museum is the largest museum in the world.
The Museum, actually 4 museums (St. Pius/Clement, Pope
Pius VII, Pope Gregory Xlll, and Pope Gregory XVI), were
founded in the 16th century by Pope Julius Il. The treasures
of the Vatican are too numerous to mention. They encom-
pass the works of the Renaissance, ancient Greeks, and an-
cient Egyptian artifacts. Coupled with the Vatican Museum is
the Vatican Library, established in 1475. It contains the most
significant collection of historical texts in the world.
