   Generosity & Faith 

It is no secret that Americans are very generous, per-
haps the most generous people on the face of the 
earth.  The recent events in Haiti have shown that 
Americans pour out from their hearts in times of great 
need.  The entire world has responded to the Haitian 
crisis, but the bulk (vast bulk) of the aid will come from 
Americans. 
 
Watching the news last evening, I saw an effort of the 
Archdiocese of Miami to bring orphaned children to the 
United States.  The project is called “Pierre Pan”.  In 
the late 1950’s, the same Archdiocese worked to help 
Cubans get their children out of the country at the time 
of the Castro takeover.  This effort was called “Pedro 
Pan”.  This is but one of the many efforts of the official 
Catholic Church.   
 
But, there are also numerous good works of individual 
Catholics.  The response should not be surprising to 
people of faith.  St. Paul said that “prayers of thanksgiv-
ing reach God’s ears first”.  Thanksgiving for what we 
have received is best reflected in how we give back, 
whether it be financial, spiritual or in sweat labor.  Last 
week’s Second Reading spoke of how we “are many 
parts, but all one body”.  When one piece of the Body 
of Christ is hurting or in pain, we all feel that pain.  And, 
as faithful Christians, we help to ease that pain in any 
way we can. 
 
If you have not already given in support of Haiti, please 
consider doing so.  There are many worthy charities, 
beginning with the Red Cross and Catholic Relief Ser-
vices.  All money collected by the parish over the last 
several weeks is going to the Archdiocese, who will 
pass it along to Catholic Relief Services.  And, continue 
to pray.  Haiti will need our prayers for many years to 
come.
