SUMMER MOVIES 

Let the Church help! 
Many “older” Catholics recall Mom and Dad consulting 
the Church before we headed off to the movies.  Before 
the Motion Picture Association of America came up 
with a rating system (late 1960’s), the Catholic Bishops 
weighed in with their reviews and ratings of movies.  
We are familiar with the G, PG, PG-13, R, and NC-17 
etc. of our rating system.  Did you know that the Ameri-
can Bishops still diligently rate and review today’s mov-
ies? 
 
Well, they do!  The USCCB (United States Conference 
of Catholic Bishops) maintains an Office for Film and 
Broadcasting.  Their job is to review and evaluate mov-
ies and television programming, and work to educate 
the Catholic faithful on the role of entertainment and 
media in influencing societal and personal values. 
 
The Bishop’s system is slightly different from the 
MPAA.  The ratings used are A-I (suitable for general 
audiences), A-II (suitable for adults and adolescents),  
A-III (suitable for adults), and O (morally offensive).  
Some of the present films out are A-I: Marmaduke and 
Oceans, A-II: The A-Team, The Karate Kid, Prince of 
Persia, Shrek Forever After, Just Wright, and Letters to 
Juliet, A-III: Robin Hood and Iron Man 2, and O: Splice, 
Get Him to the Greek, Sex and the City 2, and MacGru-
ber. 
 

In addition, the USCCB picked 45 of the best movies 
ever made in 1995 (the 100th anniversary of film).  This 
list, in 3 categories (Religion, Values and Art), can be 
found on the USCCB website, as can the up-to date 
ratings of present movies.  The site is USCCB.org.  
Happy movie-going this summer!
